Over all | felt the flying was very safe, | did notice that one of our safety rules is not being followed by
many of our members and we need to get back on track. It is for our safety, and if you are not willing
to follow, or can't follow this rule you shouldn't be flying at our club. Rule number 7 says,

7. Never fly alone, always have a spotter present, all flying is to be done in a flight zone to the
north of the center line of the runway presently in use.

There are a couple of pilots who are flying on the south side of the runway. They were coming all
the way to the fence line as they made a turn back to the runway. If you can't make a right turn
from base to final or make a sharp 180 degree left turn over the runway you may want to think
about going back on the Buddy Box. Doing this type of a pattern also violates rule #5.

5. No flying of an aircraft in an unsafe manor or unsafe or dangerous condition or with a
guestionabl e radio syst Staybeldivd8@0lopteeiing. t o | nspect |

Please keep your aircraft north of the centerline. Remember it's not the planes that make this hobby
unsafe, it's the pilot.

Keep an eye on your mail box you will be receiving the new gate code which will be going in to affect
on August 1st. The code is for Members Only. If you don't receive the code by the end of July
Please contact me.
