Angle of Attack - Building Ideas by Jim Ratzlaff 

 
       Recently, I was gently encouraged to submit some ideas on 
       a few things I learned since being back at my r/c hobby for the past two 
       and a half years. 
       First, I thank several of you who have offered good wishes and 
       prayers during my treatments with Lymphoma, Aneurysm surgery and 
       heart Angioplasty and of course praise to my dear LORD who brought 
       healing through wise doctors, medications and therapy. It's been a busy  
       two years! 
 
       Item one... I learned the hard way...when installing a set of control 
       surfaces (ailerons, elevators or rudder, etc.), don't depend on the 
       C.A. glue 100% to hold the hinges in place, especially with an ARF type 
       of kit. I had good success with a Seagull Spacewalker ARF by  
       pushing a pin (heavy duty sewing pin) through the wood, through  
       the hinge material and clipping off in bottom side...follow up with 
       a small drop of C.A. liquid to secure pin. Use two per each half of hinge. 
       It's possible to hide the pin heads down in the 'V' of the wood at the  
       joint to almost be invisible....and if not, it might look like a real rivet.         
 
       Item two... Somewhere on the far side of the runway are at least  
       two of my 45 degree exhaust extensions... ($5 each). Try drilling 
       a small hole clear through the muffler outlet and matching holes 
       through your recently purchased extension, coat the outlet spout 
       with silicon (clear sealing type), install the extension, push a stiff 
       length of small solid wire or a small nail clear through extension 
       and outlet spout, bend over or wrap snugly, install the vinyl wire 
       wrap tightly and you should not have to buy any more extensions... 
 
       Item threeéIf you are building from a kit and tired of bent pins and 
       holes in your fingers from pushing pins into a hard surface, buy a 
       few sheets (approx. 24"X32"x3/16") of artists backboard made of a  
       foam like material sandwiched between paper, tape down to your 
       building board or table with masking tape, make sure they are level 
       and straight, tape down your plans with wax paper on top to prevent 
       glue from sticking. Pin down your bits and pieces without bending a 
       pin or creating a puncture in those thumbs! These sheets are sold 
       at 99c stores for $1.00, at Michaels or JoAnns at various prices. 
 
       Item four...Receiver and battery cushion foam is often hard to find 
       and expensive in packaged form...go to JoAnn Fabrics and look at 
       their selections. 1" green foam can be purchased as a remnant at 
       times for a very few dollars per 6" or 12" X24". A great savings! 
       (look for 40% coupons in newspaper). 
 
       Hope these ideas are helpful, happy building and flying!
