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Flight in Beaver Sea Plane by Ron Jones 

During our Alaskan Cruise, I had booked a helicopter ride in our first port stop, Juneau.  However, when 

we arrived into Juneau, we had bad weather.  The ship arrived late and took an hour and a half to dock, 

which was not the real low point.  The weather was rainy with thick, low fog that no one should have 

flown through.  Unfortunately for  me, the company that Tam and I had bought a helicopter ride from 

thought the same thing.  In ord er to be safe they canceled the ride and gave us a refund.  I was very 

disappointed. We were able to do a zipline, which was fun.   

   Because of the weather, we were unable to dock in Skagway.  The ship was able to dock in Ketchikan 

the next day.  We found out they had a sightseeing airplane ride over the national forest.  Having missed 

my helicopter ride, this really peaked my interest.  So I booked the excursion and I  went onto a sea plane 

called a Beaver aircraft.  The flight took three gorgeous hours, filled with beautiful landscapes, a good 

number of bald eagles and the most magnificent rock formations.
