Angle of Attack 

 

Hi everyone, well my first plane is now history.  You all probably know it as Patches 
and it has been a great first plane.  I have learned to take off, fly around without 
crashing and do some fair landings.  Of course Patches has suffered repeatedly from 
my beginner skills at flying but it stuck together and hung in there until I got much 
better and got my wings.  The first thing that I had problems with was turning and 
maintaining a steady altitude.  Then turning to the south gave me problems because 
people were in the pits and that made me nervous as I did not want to fly towards 
them. Next I had very little problems taking off, just went full throttle and pulled back on 
the stick. The first few times I almost stalled the takeoff but got over the habit of trying 
to shoot straight up.  The hardest part of flying was learning to bring Patches in for a 
good landing.  Everyone seemed to be counting the number of bounces Patches took 
on my first landings.  I also was hard on the landing gear, so hard that Patches had to 
be fixed many times after I landed.  The factory gear was replaced with an aluminum 
one piece and the connecting point on the fuselage was reinforced. This solved the 
bending gear problem and the wider stance of the wheels which helped Patches from 
getting the wingtips scraped up even more. 
We put floats on Patches and flew at Millerton Lake a few times this summer. I didnôt 
like the slow rolls it did with floats on so we speeded up the ailerons.  This almost got 
me in trouble when we went back to the field; it was hard to fly with to much ailerons.  
The last thing that I was learning to do when Patches broke into pieces was steering 
after landing.  The wind was blowing straight across the runway and turned Patches 
into the dirt headed for the taxi way.  The landing gear caught on the taxi way lip and 
stopped the back half of Patches right there.  Unfortunately the front half kept going 
and patches ended up in 3 or 4 pieces, but I didnôt break the prop.  Dennis says 
Patches will fly again but only after a lot of rebuilding.  So now I have my 2nd plane and 
itôs still shiny and new after a couple of weeks flying. My favorite day of flying Patches 
was in Sept doing some rolls and loops in the clouds.
