Speaking of, it really drags whenit6s trying to I ift off of the I
again. My aileron servo had been adjusted down to 40 % by Dennis, for working on my landings out at the airfield the last

few months, which made it very difficult to consider doing a roll. So, just for the float fly it was adjusted up to 125% so

that | could do the roll with the floats on. Worked great! Now when | came back to the field after the MARCS July float

fly up at Millerton, | had it changed down to 75%, so that | can take off and land at the MARCS airfield and still do rolls.

The roll is slower than it should be, so I will probably have to go up to 85% when | feel really comfortable with my landings

on the Sky Raider. | like the Sky Raider better than the Lucky Star Trainer for landing, as | am getting better at it. Of

course we had to add a more stable landing gear and better wheels on my Sky Raider since | did a few belly flops with it,

but now | am good to go. Jim Ratzlaff says | should learn to do a Cuban 8, but for now I think I will just stick with a roll or

a loop.
