Angle of Attack 

 

Is Your Transmitter Battery Healthy??  By Tom Berg. 
 
 

Most R/C modelers spend some time checking their receiver batteries, using battery monitors; glitch 
counters and some even have double-receiver setups. These are all diligent things and it is great for 
every modeler to maintain some type of routine to check their airborne flight system. However, have 
you peaked at your Transmitter Battery recently? 
Most new transmitters come with a nice display that tells you the current battery voltage. Even very 
basic radios have a battery monitor. But there is a very important thing to note, the entire transmitter 
is powered through two little 20-gauge wires! 
I recently had a crash due to a loss of control to the model. Back at the pit area, everything (that was 
not broken) seemed to work fine and the range check was good. So I sent the system in for repair 
and a checkup. Here are some of the notes from the Service Department. 
 
Transmitter- replaced broken battery connecter. Replaced transmitter battery lead to match new style 
battery connector. 
 
The transmitter battery lead was the cause of intermittent loss and (previously) blown fuse. 
 
So it appears the transmitter could be a direct cause to the loss of signal. I did have a transmitter 
fuse blow a month before the crash, but after replacing the fuse and checking the possible problem, I 
could not replicate the issue. I had recently sent the transmitter in for a checkup on the Lithium 
Backup Battery last year and it all came back OK. 
Besides just charging and checking the transmitter battery, you should inspect how the battery is held 
in your transmitter. Some batteries are crammed into transmitters and others are able to flop around. 
These situations can put a lot of stress on those two thin battery wires or the plastic connector. 
Another issue is that some modelers unplug the transmitter battery connector to cycle the battery, 
which causes extra wear. 
So take some time and open the battery compartment on your transmitter. Check how the battery fits 
and how the wires are run. If the battery is loose, add a piece of soft foam to hold it in place. It should 
not flop around when you tilt the transmitter front to back or side to side. If the battery is snug, do the 
wires have a smooth loop without pinching? Are the wires and plug in good condition? 
Just take a quick look and a little care to make sure your transmitter battery is in good health.
