Angle of Attack

When we were at Fantasy of Flight in Florida attending their Roar and Soar event, we met Rudy Froeschle.

Rudy was a co-pilotforB-176s for the Army Air Corps in Worl"d war
1942 in the Aviation Cadet program. He received his wings on May 26" 1943. He joined the 384" BG, 544"

SQ at Grafton-Underwood, England August 1943.

He was flying in a mission over his fatherds hometow
on Sept 6", 1943. He was 21 years old when that happened. Both of his parents were born in Germany, but

had moved to the USA and had married on the first day of World War I. He thought since he knew how to

speak German maybe he could fake that he was from Germany, but he c o udrahsedbhere.ma me a
was now a prisoner and was sent to Stalag Luft Ill for awhile. Rudy taught a course in conversational German

and German grammar and literature while he was there. A YMCA rep brought him a trombone to play as he

had played one in High School and College bands before. This trombone was stolen becoming famous for
being the top of the still that was in the movie ATh
sang with the Center Camp Chorus. He lived in the barracks called Combine 6 which he shared with his

navigator Lesta (Tex) Shackelford, and bombardier Art Dinndorf. The prisoners were forced to march in

freezing weather at the end of January, wearing bowling shoes and a pair of rubber overshoes. Rudy got

severe frostbite on his feet and lower limbs as they marched for 10 days sometimes through snow. After a

ride in a boxcar they ended up at Stalag VII-A where they stayed until they were finally liberated on April 29"

1945.

When Rudy went back to Germany in 1979 he visited the site where he was shot down and captured. There
was a French lady who had saved a piece of the B-17 and mailed it to him after his visit there. He also went
to see the monument that remains at Stalag VII-A , close to Munich. There is a photo of Rudy with his tin
can cooking stove next to the barb wire fence in a TV documentary on the History Channel, called the Great
Escapes of World War Il. The photo can be seen about 6 minutes after the film begins. It was a pleasure
meeting RudyatFantasy of FIl i ght 6s .RHe#&old DenmisdexaStly lmow many rmonths, days,
and hours he was held as a prisonero f wa r tsthink that itisossondething that he can ever forget.
